AKKERMANS, Peter M.M.G.
Peter Akkermans is Professor of Near Eastern Archaeology at Leiden University.

Peter Akkermans (Hulsberg, the Netherlands, 1957) studied Prehistory and
Archaeology of Western Asia at the University of Amsterdam, where he also
completed (cum laude) his Ph.D on Late Neolithic settlement and subsistence in
Syria. From 1990 until 2009 he was Curator of the Dept. of the Ancient Near East
in the Netherlands National Museum of Antiquities, in combination with an
Extraordinary Professorship of Near Eastern Prehistory at Leiden University. He
has directed and participated in archaeological field projects in Germany,
Bulgaria, Turkey and Syria for over twenty years. He is director of one of the
largest archaeological research projects in Syria, the Tell Sabi Abyad project,
which focusses on the evolution of settlement in both the Late Neolithic (ca.
7000-5300 BC) and Late Bronze Age (ca. 1300-1000 BC) of Syria. The extensive,
interdisciplinary programme includes surface survey and large-scale excavation
at a number of archaeological sites in the Balikh valley of Northern Syria.
Together with Glenn M. Schwartz (The Johns Hopkins University, Baltimore,
USA), he recently published The Archaeology of Syria (Cambridge University
Press, 2003), the first book to present a comprehensive review of the
archaeology of Syria from the end of the Palaeolithic period to ca. 300 BC.

MATTHEWS, Roger

Roger joined the Department of Archaeology at the University of Reading in
January 2011, after ten years at UCL Institute of Archaeology. From 1988 - 1995
he was Director of the British School of Archaeology in Iraq, and from 1996 -
2001 he was Director of the British Institute of Archaeology at Ankara.

His research interests have always been intertwined with extensive field activity.
He served as Field Director at major projects including Catalhdéylk in Turkey
(Neolithic project), Abu Salabikh in Irag (Sumerian city) and Tell Brak in Syria
(multi-period site). He has directed his own field projects at Jemdet Nasr in Iraq
(proto-literate period) and a multi-period survey in north-central Turkey, Project
Paphlagonia. All his field projects have been published. He has also published
widely on many aspects of the ancient Near East.

Roger was Chairman of the British Institute for the Study of Iraq, 2006-2012, a
self-funding organisation which has been instrumental in multiple initiatives
regarding the archaeology and cultural heritage of Iraq. He is a member of the
British Academy Middle East and North Africa Panel, a Fellow of the Society of
Antiquaries of London, and a Peer Review College member of both the Arts and
Humanities Research Council and the Economic and Social Research Council.
Roger is Academic Editor for the distinguished journal Anatolian Studies, and
welcomes enquiries about potential submissions to the journal.

Dr. Wendy Matthews joined the Department staff in October 2000. She has
considerable experience in Near Eastern Archaeology and soil micromorphology.
Her research focuses on ecology and the built environment in early agricultural
and urban landscapes and settlements. She has conducted research in Iran, Iraq,
Syria, Turkey, and Bahrain. Her research interests include site formation
processes and taphonomy, life-histories of buildings and communities, ecology,
and interdisciplinary analysis of architectural materials and archaeological
sediments.

Wendy is Co-Director of the Central Zagros Archaeological Project and AHRC
funded research which is investigating Sedentism and Resource Management in



the Neolithic of the Central Zagros in Iraq and Iran, in collaboration with Prof
Roger Matthews, Kamal Rasheed Raheem Director General of Antiquities and
Heritage, Sulaimaniyah and Dr Yaghoub Mohammadifar, Bu Ali Sina University,
Hamedan. The sites investigated were situated in fertile valleys on major east-
west route ways through the Zagros Mountains that later became part of the Silk
Road and Great Khorasan Highway. She Dr Wendy Matthews has published
articles in journals such as Quaternary International and World Archaeology and
in, books on Geoarchaeology, Environmental Archaeology and major
archaeological sites, including Catalhdéyik and Tell Brak. She is Co-Editor of the
interdisciplinary volume on the Central Zagros Archaeological Project: The
Earliest Neolithic of Iran: 2008 Excavations at Sheikh-E Abad and Jani (2013).

Wendy is a member of the Scientific Committee for the International Congress on
the Archaeology of the Ancient Near East; the Steering Committee for the
Catalhoyik Research Project; and the Steering Committee for the British
Association for Near Eastern Archaeology. She was Chair of the British
Association for Near Eastern Archaeology 2005-7 and a founder of the new
Themes from the Ancient Near East BANEA Publication Series (Oxbow Books).

Augusta McMahon has a BA in Classical and Near Eastern Archaeology from Bryn
Mawr College (Pennsylvania) and an M.A. and PhD in Mesopotamian Archaeology
from the University of Chicago. She has excavated in Iraq, Syria, Turkey and
Yemen and has been a member of the Archaeology Division since 1995. She is
Course Co-ordinator for Assyriology in the Division and also a Fellow and
Graduate Tutor at Newnham College.

My research focuses on late prehistoric and historic Mesopotamia, particularly
issues of early urbanism and urban sustainability, social stress and warfare,
political economy, and settlement archaeology, in southern and northern
Mesopotamia and the 5th through 1st millennia BC. My current project (Tell
Brak, northeast Syria) researches northern Mesopotamian urbanism and
economic complexity during the 5th-4th millennia BC and traces settlement
continuity throughout episodes of political change during the 2nd millennium BC.
I am also interested in combining empirical and phenomenological approaches in
sensory archaeology, particularly examining the lived experience of imperial
architecture.

Excavations at Tell Brak have expanded our knowledge of early urban
economies, especially the shift of production from households to clustered
workshops. We have also shown that this industrialisation of production, together
with urban population growth, generated intractable quantities of rubbish,
leading to creation of one of the world's earliest rubbish tips, in the early 4th



millennium BC. This rubbish tip was located within a dynamic, low density, urban
edge zone also used for human burials and the unregulated 'grey' economy.
Urban growth at Brak in the mid-4th millennium BC was also accompanied by
power shifts and internal social stresses that resulted in several episodes of
violent conflict, evidenced by mass graves.

OATES, Joan

Joan Oates, FBA (née Lines) is an American archaeologist and academic,
specialising in the Ancient Near East. From 1971 to 1995, she was a fellow and
tutor of Girton College, Cambridge and a lecturer at the University of Cambridge.
Since 1995, she has been a Senior Research Fellow of the McDonald Institute for
Archaeological Research. Since 2004, she has been director of the excavations of
Tell Brak; she was Co-Director, with her husband David Oates, between 1988
and 2004.

In 2004, Oates was elected a Fellow of the British Academy (FBA), the United
Kingdom's national academy for the humanities and social sciences. In 2014, she
was awarded the Grahame Clark Medal for Prehistoric Archaeology by the British
Academy. The citation read: "to recognise her reputation as one of the leading
authorities on Mesopotamian prehistory as well as her fundamental contributions
to our understanding of ancient Near Eastern Civilisation."
