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The main topic of this lesson is a new conjugation of verbs called the “fe-form.” Te-forms
are a very important part of Japanese grammar. In this lesson, we will learn, among their

various uses, to use them in:

« making requests (“. . . , please.”)

« giving and asking for permission (“You may .. ./Mayv1...")

- stating that something is forbidden (*You must not . . .”)

« forming a sentence that describes two events or activities. (“I did this and did that.”)

The conjugation paradigm of fe-forms is fairly complex, as we need to learn separate
rules for ru-, u-, and irregular verbs. Furthermore, the rule for #-verbs is divided into five
subrules.

First, with ru-verbs, the rule is very simple: Take % off and add €.
