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I DOUBLE CONSONANTS READ AND WRITE

The basic (regular-sized) katakana * is pronounced as /tsu/, but a small *» does not have its own pro-
nunciation. Rather, it indicates a double consonant. When you see a small v in a word, it's a signal to
hold your breath for one beat in the position where the small 7 is. In romanized transcription, a small
v is indicated by a series of two consonants (kk, ss, tt, hh, 99, 7z, jj, dd, bb, pp, cch, or ff). For exam-
ple, @ v 7 is written as rokku, where the underlined letter represents the small .

The small v stands for a full beat. The word /ro-k-ku/ (“rock” or “lock”), for example, has three
beats. When pronouncing such a word, hold the first consonant of the double consonant (the under-
lined letter) for a full beat. If you don't give the small v a full beat, it could change the meaning of ‘
the word. If /ro-k-ku/ were pronounced with only two beats, as in /ro-ku/, it would mean “six” instead o soccer
of “rock” (or “lock”). To get an idea of what is meant here, note the difference in the length of the k ‘
sounds in the English word “placard” (where it is spelled with a “c”) and in the phrase “black card.”
The pronunciation of the latter resembles the double k sound in rokku.

@@ l COMBINATIONS WITH SMALL-VOWEL KATAKANA

Written small, the five vowels (7", 4, ©7, I, &) are used after other katakana to transcribe sound
combinations that do not exist in native Japanese (i.e., that cannot be transcribed with the katakana
introduced so far). The chart below summarizes katakana combinations used exclusively for transcrib-
ing loanwords. These combinations have been contrived by the Japanese in an effort to transcribe
foreign words so as to make the pronunciation as close to that of the original language as possible.

Forexample, 7 7 /va/, 7 4 Nil, 7 x Ivel, 7 # Ivo/ are used to transcribe the “v* sound, which
does not exist in Japanese. In virtually all cases, the katakana of the b row are just as acceptable. For
example, "violin” could be rendered as /¥4 A ') > /baiorin/ or 77 A A1) > pvaiorin/.

Additional combinations continue to make their appearance for the transcription of loanwords and
foreign names. While not covered in further detail in this book, the following combinations are listed
for reference: 7 7 /kwa/, 7' 7 /gwal, 7 4 Ikwi/, 7 = /kwel, 7 * /kwo/, & ¥ jtwu/, and K &
/dwu/.

As with small +, =, and =, these vowels are written in the lower half of the real or imaginary
square in horizontal writing, and in the right half in vertical writing. In practice, few words with small
exist, so none are included in this workbook. All the combinations are pronounced as one beat.
