There are three genders in Russian: masculine, feminine, and neuter.
You have already learned some masculine and feminine nouns
(e.g., apTécT/apTiCcTKa, Opat/cectpd). When the gender of the noun
cannot be determined by its meaning alone (natural gender), it can be
determined by the noun ending. Nouns ending in a consonant or -it are
masculine, nouns ending in -a or -s are feminine, and those ending in -o
or -e are neuter. Words that end in a soft consonant (written with the soft
sign -b) can be masculine or feminine. Their gender has to be memorized.
Word lists and dictionaries give the gender for such nouns.
