The original Germanic name of the city,
CaukTt-Iletepoypr (1703-1914) was russified
to Merporpan (1914-1924), and renamed
Jlenunrpay after Lenin’s death in 1924. The
original name Caukt-IleTepdOypr was restored
in 1991.
