Otherwise, you may use the
words rocoaus (Mr.) or rocnoxka (Ms.) and the last name: rocnoagun CMHT, rocmnoxa
T'ome3. In this case it is also possible to use the words npogeccop or aokrop with the

last name, for example, npogeccop Cmur or goktop I'omes.
