Aktualizace (foregrounding)

* ,Intechnical but also in non-technical contexts, ‘foregrounding’
refers to the property of perceptual prominence that certain
things have against the backdrop of other, less noticeable things.
In the visual and perhaps more obvious sense of the term, we can
see foregrounding manifesting itself as a psychological effect
generated by particular aspects of say images, thereby drawing
the viewer’s attention to themselves or parts of themselves.”
