Spatialities have changed in the new millennium and urban sprawl in
Europe is increasingly balanced by inner-city revitalisation, gentrification
and renewal in the context of urban competition, and the ‘Mediterraneani-
sation’ of North and West European metropoles. This revitalisation takes
advantage of and valorises the main characteristic of European cities: the
very diversity of their geographies, built heritage and traditions. Around
them, landscapes of hybridity and transience are created by peri-urban
uneven development. The diversity of urban material cultures in space and
time affects the ‘urban fringe’, so that it is not considered here possible to
speak about ‘European urban sprawl’ in general, exactly as we cannot essen-
tialise ‘the city’, ‘the urban’, and generalise about it. Ditferent cities spring
up around the world with diverse landscapes and development dynamics.
We can speak of Anglo-American and North European variations of ‘urban
sprawl’, of Euro-Mediterranean and Central European ones, of North African,
Middle Eastemn, or South-East Asian ‘urban sprawl’, but even using these
terms we have to be cautious, not only because they are inwardly so diverse,
but also because of the multiple explanations of sprawl, which ditfer in
each and every city, objectively and intersubjectively, among ditferent social
classes and positionalities.



Sprawl is bad aesthetics; it is bad economics. Five acres is being

made to do the work of one, and do it very poorly. This is bad for

the farmers, it is bad for communities, it is bad for industry, it is

bad for utilities, it is bad for the railroads, it is bad for the recreation

groups, it is bad even for the developers.2

Forty years later, a less measured James Kunstler derided sprawl in The
Geography of Nowhere as “depressing, brutal, ugly, unhealthy, and spiritually
degrading.”3

In sprawling metropolitan areas, the city expands

outward over large geographic areas, sometimes in a “leapfrog” pattern
(see Figure 1-1). Different land uses—residential, commercial, office,
recreational, and so on—tend to be separated from each other.
